From the Commander

First, I want to thank you for your confidence in giving me the opportunity to
serve you as Commander.

This promises to be a busy year with many challenges. Some of them will be ad-
dressed by continuing works in progress. These include:

*  Releasing a totally new version of the web site which should be on line
soon. It will also include a method of paying for classes and events through
PayPal, which is new for us. We estimate that this will reduce our charge card
expenses by roughly one-half. Further, we are hoping that prepayment will encourage those that sign up for
classes to commit to attendance.

* Continued improvement of our Marketing Program. We are preparing to make greater use of the electronic
media to advertise ourselves as the go-to place for boating education, including the development of video
clips for YouTube and Public Service announcements. This will possibly use video segments already in de-
velopment as part of our Boat Operator’s Certificate program, as well as new on-the water components of the
Seamanship class.

* We had great success in our Cooperative Charting last year; [ want to keep that going. I am searching for a
new Coop Charting Chairperson to lead the effort.

In addition:

» [ feel that we need to explore more cooperative advertising with surrounding squadrons. We are intermingled
by residence, moorage, supply and maintenance facilities. We would be able to do more cost-effective adver-
tising by working together. I know that D/C Willis also has thoughts along this line.

* Finally, we have an immediate challenge. BSPS has been assigned to host the District 16 Fall Council/Confer-
ence. We have secured a location already with the greatly appreciated assistance of Trudy Brown. Laurel will
chair our conference committee, and she will be looking for help very soon. The Conference date is 21 and
22 October.

We will need a lot of help in all of these endeavors.

Now that the Change of Watch is over, life can slow to a more leisurely pace! It’s been a busy few weeks. I’'m sure
that we all hope for spring and summer to make a long-term appearance, especially since Opening Day has come
and gone and with less than optimal weather still the norm. Those of us who don’t have enclosed pilot houses
would like to begin boating, too. I have hopes, again, that I can boat in to the Salmon Bake and, the following
weekend, the District Rendezvous in Poulsbo. The District Rendezvous will be followed by something new; a
District Cruise to Desolation Sound, led by D/C Hank Willis, 26 June to 10 July, departing Poulsbo and ending in
Campbell River, B.C. He reports that about 15 boats are going, so far. Check the article elsewhere in this issue.

We had also hoped to attend the Bellevue-NorVan joint rendezvous in Maple Bay this year, but we have a must-do
family affair instead. We are aiming to join the La Conner rendezvous, maybe, depending on the weather. This is
always a great event, and is always on the statistically best weather weekend of the year.

Wear It!

Every year during April the Bellevue Sail and Power Squad-
ron receives correspondence from the National Safe Boating
Council referring to National Safe Boating Week. This year it
is 21-27 May 2011.

Their symbol is a life preserver vest, and the two words: WEAR
IT! In the document, there are a few words about kicking off
Safe Boating Week, and how wearing a personal flotation de-

vice (PFD) is so important. '
It includes some interesting statistics about the fatalities the w Eﬂ R IT

boating community suffered in 2009. Since 1993 there has -
been a decrease in total deaths: 924 in 1993 down to 736 in
2009. Unfortunately, we still saw an increase of 37 deaths over
2008 and 51 over 2007. Of the boating fatalities in 2009, 543 people drowned. 385 of those were not wearing
PFD’s, but only 87 people died while wearing them, which is a huge difference, proving that there is a much

greater chance (about 77% or more) of surviving a drowning if wearing a PFD.

It’s easy to talk yourself out of wearing a PFD; the excuses are too many to count:

1t's too bulky and I can 't move around very well; I won t need one out on the lake because the water is so smooth;
I’'m a great swimmer and can easily make it to shore if I need to; there isn 't a vest that fits;, and I’m sure there are
many more.

I’'m also sure that we can’t control what can happen on a deck if we slip, or trip, or the boat makes a sudden unex-
pected movement and we fall. In 2009, there were 115 people who died from some type of trauma. Of those, 48
were definitely not wearing a flotation device and another 25 were unknown if they were wearing one or not.

Sometimes we can forget our responsibilities of setting an example out on the water, but as members of Bellevue
Sail and Power Squadron we need to evaluate our actions every time we step on a boat and prove what we already
know is doing the right thing, and that is WEAR IT!!! (/)

now have enough vacation points to retire from the enduring task of maintaining a challenging cruising schedule
to visit many ports, bays, marinas, and bays; so this will be their last year of publishing the Waggoner.
